Sub: Traffic Congestion in Thimphu

With the growing vehicle numbers in the country, traffic situation in Thimphu continues
to deteriorate, creating problems with both congestion and pollution. This is mainly due
to the increasing population growth in Thimphu and purchasing power of the citizens
with easy credit faciliies for purchase of motor vehicles provided by the financial
institutions.

Given the severity of this problem, the Royal Government hereby instructs the Ministry
of Information & Communications (MoIC) to coordinate for urgent responses to ease
the problem. While the traffic situation requires short, medium, and long term solutions,
the MolC is instructed to propose immediate measures to ease this problem.

As proposed by the MolC, the Government has decided to institute a time bound
Multi-Sectoral Taskforce to study and come up with immediate measures to ease the
traffic situation. The taskforce shall comprise of the following officials:

1) Secretary, MoIC (Chairman)

2) Director, GNH Commission

3) Director, Department of Revenue & Custom, MoF

4) Thrompon, Thimphu Thromde

5) Chief Executive Officer, Bhutan Postal Corporation Ltd.

6) Superintendent of Police, (Traffic) RBP, Thimphu

7) Chief Transport Officer, Transport Development Division, RSTA
8) Chief Planning Officer, PPD, MolC

The Taskforce must ensure that all stakeholders, including the public, are involved in
the discussions with extensive discussions in the media.
